Foxall has spent most of his life on and in the water. In that time,
he’s logged 350,000 nautical miles as a professional sailor and
has participated in 18 trans-Atlantic and 9 round the world
events. Winning the ‘11/12 Volvo Ocean Race with the Groupama
Sailing Team. In Canada, Damian works for the Canadian Wildlife
Federation, and together they provide environmental resources
and training for teachers, instructors and youth leaders.

Scott Parent was raised close to the waters of Georgian Bay,
paddling on the Great Lakes and rivers in Alberta and exploring,
climbing and paddling in the Canadian Rockies. Using the
Fathom Five National Park and surrounding waters to expand
upon expedition style SUP adventuring enabled Scott to
complete the Mrst unassisted solo SUP crossing of Georgian Bay
from Lion’s Head to Sans Souci via Western Islands.

Frank Wolf is an award-winning adventure Klmmaker and writer.
His recent paddling expeditions include a 3,100 km canoe journey
through Ontario’s boreal forest and a 620 km canoe traverse of
the remote Labrador Plateau. His past four BIms have broadcast
nationally on CBC and he is a regular contributor to Canoeroots
magazine and UP, WestJet’s inKight magazine.
